Activity Report of Qisho Bani Society

Inclusive Education
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Through inclusive education system, special attention has been given to the children with
disability (CwD) through Oisho Bani Society (OBS) supported by CBM. OBS has taken up this
project in three blocks of Tripura such as Duklee block, Old Agartala block and West Tripura
block. The special educators have been appointed to teach the children with disabilities through
various techniques and methods. In this way OBS is able to reach out to 350 children with
disabilities in this locality. Though there are 21 types of disabilities recognized by the
Government of India, OBS is dealing with 6 types of disabilities as it is found in this area.
Children with disabilities and parents have been relieved by the service of OBS.



Health Care

Health care is one of the serious concerns all over India. Oisho Bani Society (OBS) has
taken health care as primary concern to address the issues. As a matter of fact for the promotion
of health, OBS helps out to combat diseases and sickness in different ways. Over the year, OBS
has conducted several health camps, awareness programs, blood donation camps and financial
help for medical treatment to many individuals.




Farmers’ Development program

The large portion of North East Region depends on farm cultivation
for its income generation. Most of the farmers still depend on traditional
method of cultivation which is less profitable. Therefore, Oisho Bani
Society has taken special effort in developing the farmers. Hence they are
organised in the villages and helped them to form Farmers clubs. There are
two projects are implemented for the farmers in Dhalai and West Tripura
Districts namely Sustainable Transformation through Agriculture
Nurturing & Development (STtAND) and Leveraging Agriculture
. Nurturing & Development (LAND). So far (16 + 16) 32 farmers clubs
have been formed. They are trained in different trades especially in animal husbandry,
Mushroom cultivation, horticulture, bee keeping, vermin composte and organic farming. They
are also encouraged to take up plantation drive on different occasions.
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Community Based Inclusive Development Initiative among CwDs

PwD Act 2016 clearly lays down the rights of Persons with Disabilities. The law
demands for inclusiveness in every field for which discrimination is a punishable offence. OBS
has taken a new imitative to address the issues of the Children with Disability (CwD) aged
between 5 to 18 years of age. There are 350 CwDs and 50 children without disability as our
target. They are provided with different therapists, ensure entitlements, inclusive education,
medical facilities and corrective surgeries and assistive devices. Community level Inclusive
Parents Groups (IPGs) have been formed to strengthen the groups and community. It becomes
easy for awareness programme as well as communications.
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Livelihood Support

Over 150 people have been supported financially by OBS ranging from Rs. 5000 to Rs.
30000 to take up different livelihood activities like; Piggery, poultry, fishery, petty shops,
Mushroom cultivation, tailoring training etc to earn their income to improve their economic
conditions and family quality life. For the interested women group, there is 3months tailoring
training program so that they can earn their livelihood being at home.
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World Environment Day

Time and again OBS conducts exposure
tour to different farms, demo site, and laboratories
for the first hand experience. The director, manager
and working staff visited various farms and learned
a lot from the people. Interaction with the farm
owners helped to clear the doubts on various issues.
They also gave the practical solutions from various
possibilities of dangers and protection from such
hazardous situations. OBS livelihood trainers, CBID trainers, physio therapists and farmer club
members visited varius farms and institutions to enhance their further knowledge on their
respective fields. Exposure to Kendriya Krishi Vidyalaya, piggery farm, duckery farm, poultry
farm, cultivation site, bee keeping sites were really a fruitful one. “Seeing is believing” it gives
the first hand experience to the visitors who visit the site. There is a lot to learn from demo site
for oneself.
